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Workshops:

The AJPP workshop on ePublishing was held in 28 September – 1 October in Accra. EHP’s web manager was the instructor for the course.

GMJ hosted a workshop on peer review process on 28 September – 1 October in conjunction with the ePublishing workshop. The facilitators for the peer review workshop were Dr. David Ofri-Adjei, Professor Koram (Epidemiologist and Editor, GMJ), Professor Biritwum (Biostatistician and Editor, GMJ) and Dr Josephine Ocran (Public Health Specialist and trainer in Scientific Writing). BMJ provided training material for the workshop.

At the peer review workshop a session on the direction for FAME was held and chaired by Professor William Lore (Editor-in Chief, East African Medical Journal).
AJPP provided support for David Ofori-Adjei and two GMJ editors to act as instructors for a two-day scientific writing workshop in Kumasi on the 21 and 22 September.  

ScholarOne:

Thomson Reuters began communicating with Medical Journal of Zambia and the Ethiopian Journal of Health Sciences to provide the ScholarOne platform as part of Thomson Reuters’ agreement with AJPP.
New Websites:

Julia arranged for the creation of an AJPP website (http://karibouconnections.net/wordpress/ajpp/).

Ethiopian Journal of Health Sciences has launched its new website (http://www.ejhs.ju.edu.et)
EHP’s Contributions:

Mike Lutz of EHP converted XML files of Mali Medical articles (which had been prepared by Lyn Fuentes of SPi for PubMed Central) to XML files that are compatible for submission to PubMed.  All files were subsequently submitted to PubMed.

EHP continues to host and populate the website of Mali Medical.

EHP published a complimentary advertisement for the African Health Sciences [http://ajol.info/index.php/ahs] planned special issue on ''Health and Climate Change'' scheduled for publication in early in November 2009.

EHP contributed $7,000 to support the AJPP workshop on ePublishing. EHP also funded the travel of their web manager who was the instructor for the course.

EHP indicated their willingness to support two additional AJPP workshops on scientific writing and peer review during the current CSE contract fiscal year.
Financials:

The transfer of accounting responsibilities of the CSE contract from Drohan Management to the Resource Center for Organizations (RCO) of Wheat Ridge Colorado (David Stumph, President) were begun with phone and email discussions. 

Receipts were received from Ethiopian Journal of Health Sciences, Ghana Medical Journal, Malawi Medical Journal, Mali Medical, and Medical Journal of Zambia for AJPP expenses incurred in the initial year for the contract. There are outstanding receipts from African Health Sciences.  Over/under payments will be resolved in subsequent distributions to the journals.

Two invoice requests were made to Drohan – first quarter for $41,625 (requested of Drohan 5/18/09, submitted by Drohan 7/13/09, paid by NLM 8/18/09) and second quarter for $63,625 (requested of Drohan 8/3/09, requested by Drohan 8/20/09, paid by NLM 9/24/09). Finally accounting information has still not been received from Drohan nor have funds been transferred to RCO.

One disbursement has been made this quarter from first optional year funds ------ $40,000 to David Ofori-Adjei to support the ePublishing/Peer Review workshops.  Disbursements for second quarter are pending receipt of funds by new CSE accounting subcontractor.

Doris Duke Charitable Foundation (Mary Bassett) is interested in becoming a contributor to the AJPP. Although they are interested, currently, there are no funds available. (Mary Bassett also represents AJPH to the AJPP.)

Publicity:

A short news article about AJPP was prepared and submitted to CSE for their July eNewsletter. 

AJPP Evaluation:
